FBI — Newburgh Operations Brief

On May 13, 2010 over 600 law enforcement officers from 20 local, state and
federal agencies converged on Newburgh, NY (population 29,000) in the early
morning hours to deploy one of the largest gang takedowns in history.
Newburgh is only 70 miles north of Manhattan. The FBI-led Hudson Valley Safe
Streets Task Force embarked upon a 16 month investigation headed up by

SSRA James Gagliano. The Task Force unsealed indictments against 78
members from the Bloods and the Latin Kings as well as other unsuspecting
gang members. Newburgh, NY had led the state in murders and violent crime per capita in 2008, 2009

_ and to date for 2010.

Y — “There are a number of neighborhood gangs in Newburgh, but these two national gangs are responsible
ewburt
NY g 497 for much of the drugs and crime in the city,” said Special Agent Jim Gagliano.
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“The arrests on May 13" severely disrupted both organizations in Newburgh,” Gagliano said. “We took

most of the local leaders of the Bloods and the Latin Kings off the streets. Some of them will likely be put away for so long they will
never return to the city.”

A Partnership with the Newburgh Community Was Formed

The FBI embarked upon a unique approach at the beginning of forming the Task Force.

Strategic Action Commission whose members represent both the Public and Private
Sectors. Their focus is to unearth solutions to halt the disturbing uptick of crime and
downward spiral within the city.
